Rationale: 
	This lesson is important because it helps students understand how to use more descriptive and creative language. By providing a specific emphasis while reading, students can focus more. By sharing their findings, students can work together and practice communication skills.

	· After lesson on literary devices, students will be able to identify and differentiate between examples of metaphors and similes by compiling and presenting a list of categorized metaphors and similes with at least 3 in each category from the book read. 
· After sharing their findings with their group, students will be able to compose a list of metaphors and similes using every metaphor and simile the group members found. Minimum of 5 metaphors and 5 similes must be listed from the group to prove identification. 
	· Self -assessment (completed through a 3 point checklist at the end of the lesson) of how many metaphors and similes they contribute to the group. Students will use the aim of a minimum of 3 metaphors and 3 similes to present to their group. Self-assessment for how well they present their findings to the group. 
· Group completed list of minimum 5 metaphors and 5 similes presented to the teacher for an incomplete/ complete mark. Complied with other students’ ideas for a literary feature wall for future writing composition. 



Prerequisite Concepts and Skills: 
	This lesson is lesson #2. The students need to know what a metaphor and simile are. The students will need a prior introduction to literary devices. This lesson needs to happen in the fall towards the beginning of the year as the goal is to create a list of metaphors and similes that the students then use in their writing later. The students need to be able to listen to a story quietly to not disrupt other classmates and be able to listen for specific examples. The students need to be able to write sentences so they can copy down the examples read out loud in the book. 



Indigenous Connections/ First Peoples Principles of Learning: 
	Fry Bread is an indigenous book that teaches of their culture as well as celebrates indigenous artists and authors. 
FFPL #6: Learning is embedded in memory, history, and story. This lesson is based on story telling and teaches how to effectively story tell. 
FFPL #2: Learning is holistic, reflexive, reflective, experiential, and relational (focused on connectedness, on reciprocal relationships, and a sense of place). This lesson requires students to connect oral language with written language. As well the story used connects real life experiences with learning. Students are also required to work together and connect ideas into one assignment. 




Universal Design for Learning (UDL):
	Representation: 
· Examples will be given, and lecture provided in several ways for different learners. Written, oral, and visual instructions given. 
· Document camera used while telling the story to ensure all students are able to see the pictures. 
· Review provided for activation of schema as well as anchor charts given to each student so they can refer back and connect the story to what they know about metaphors and similes. 
Expression: 
· Provide reminders on the goal of the activity and what we are working towards during the lesson. We are working towards differentiating between metaphors and simile as well as creating lists we can use in future writing.
· Technology provided as an alternative for students struggling to write or listen to the teacher tell the story. 
· Smaller numbers of metaphors and similes needed to be found for students who will struggle to identify the literary devices while extensions are provided for students who excel at finding the metaphors and similes. 
Engagement: 
· Several ways to be assessed and show learning: listening to the story, completing the worksheet, communicating with partners, and using the metaphors and similes in future writing. 
· Walking and talking as well as the group activity shares different student perspectives and share knowledge one student has that others may not. 
· Reminders and praise given for students on task. If students are struggling with behaviours then the will be spoken to and given reminders at the end of the lesson. 
· Student centered with what metaphors and similes they choose to write down and use in future writing. 




Differentiate Instruction (DI):
	· Extensions provided for students that need a challenge while those who need more time can finish. Groups who finish early will be asked to attempt to create their own metaphors and similes. 
· Support and one-on-one explanations given if needed during the group work. Interviewing students while they are filling out the worksheet and working with their groups to provoke thinking and gain an understanding of where students knowledge is at. 
· Students who struggle with writing in pencil are provided with chromebooks and an online worksheet to complete. If CEA is available, she will scribe the students words instead. 
· Options for where to work and listen to the story are provided for students who struggle to sit in desks. Students can work on the windowsill, in their desks, standing at the back table, or in the spare room.  
· Headphones provided for students that need to listen to an audio of the story rather than the teacher reading the book. 
· Headphones also provided for students who need to limit noise while walk and talk or group work is occuring. 
· If a student is struggling to work in a group due to high emotions, then the student will be able to work with a CEA one-on-one to complete the assignment.

	Introduction (anticipatory set – “HOOK”):
Activate the schema:
Open the lesson with a paired simile and metaphor activity: in pairs and prompted by the teacher they will state you are …. You are like ….. to activate the schema about the differences between simile and metaphor. Anchor and worksheets will be handed out while students are walking and talking. 

Review previous knowledge:
Quietly returning to their desks they will find the metaphor versus simile anchor chart and worksheet. They will silently review the anchor chart that they were given in the first lesson. 
Before moving on the teacher will give a brief overview of the lesson and provide goals for the activity. 
	The students will quietly work together using positive metaphors and similes to compare their partner to something else. They will be walking around the room doing an organized walk and talk. This will allow their energy to move around and the chatter to get out. Pairs will be chosen by finding someone with the same colour (or similar to) shirt. 


Timed to sit in their chairs (1 min), students will quickly and quietly return to their desks.

	Body:
Introduce Fry Bread and Read Story:
Teacher reads a story that is full of literary devices and explains that students are specifically focusing on metaphors and similes. The teacher may need to read the story more than once and provide pauses for students to write them down. Minimum of 3 metaphors and 3 similes must be found per student. 

Worksheet Sharing: 
After students have written down some metaphors and similes (Time Limit of the length of reading the story: approximately 15 mins). They will be placed in groups where they will share which metaphors and similes they found. The teacher will walk around passing out the group worksheet and actively listening to how students are listening and presenting. Pausing to provide support if needed. 

Group Activity: 
After everyone in the group has shared, the students will compile a list of metaphors and a list of similes. The teacher will continue to walk around and provide help and support if needed. Reminding the students that they must find a minimum of 5 metaphors and 5 similes. Pictures of pages from the book will be posted on the board if students need additional ideas. 
Time limit of 15 mins will be placed on the groups (Time warnings are given at 10 mins and 5 mins). Groups that finish early will try to work together to come up with their own examples of metaphors and similes. 
	

The students will actively listen and try to find as many metaphors and similes as possible throughout the story. They will record them on their metaphor versus simile worksheet provided. They will consult the anchor chart if they feel confused or stuck. 

The students will actively listen to others share. They will speak with appropriate tone and volume when sharing with their group. Groups will be decided based on the desk arrangements. Desks will already be placed in groups for the activity. 

 

The students will work together to create a list that discriminates between metaphors and similes. The group list of everyone’s metaphors and similes will placed on a group copy of the metaphor versus simile worksheet. They will support each other’s learning and find minimum of 5 metaphors and 5 similes to add to the chart. If finished early they will work together respectively to create their own ideas of similes and metaphors to add to the list.

	Closure:

Once the time is over one student from the group will hand in their list to the teachers. Other students will return to their desks and pack up their pencils and easers. The teacher will explain that they will use the examples in their own future writing. 

The teacher will use the lists to inform assessments and future lessons, such as to see if there is a need for a review or another lesson on metaphors and similes. The metaphors and similes can be used to create a literary device wall and used as a cheat sheet for future reading and writing. 
	

Students will have time to (1 min), quietly hand in their group worksheet and return to their desk. Students will sit and actively listen to the teacher explain the next steps in the metaphor versus simile activity. 


Students will be assessed on the list of metaphors and similes they hand in. the students will also use the metaphor and simile wall to apply creative and descriptive literary language in future writing and reading.

Organizational Strategies:
	· Students will move around at the beginning of the lesson to release some energy. Pairs for walk and talk are created by finding someone who is wearing the same-coloured shirt. 
· At their desks, students will listen and work on their worksheets quietly 
· Groups for the group worksheet will be dictated by their desks. Whoever their desk is combined with will be their group members. Desks can be prearranged according to students who work well together. 
· Worksheets will be distributed to desks when students are walking and talking as well as when they are sharing their findings with their group. 
· Students may stand during their group work or find another place to sit if they are antsy. 




Proactive, Positive Classroom Learning Environment Strategies:
	· Teacher will move around while reading and stand closer to students who are struggling to stay focused. 
· To get students attention she will use the class clap that the students were taught, and which may be used repeatedly to get students attention. 
· Positive reinforcement will be used with students who are on task and focused. 
· Teacher will set expectations clearly at the beginning and before transitions of activities. Expectations for how to act respectfully in group work will also be stated. 
· Teacher will emphasize the metaphors and similes while reading the story and create pauses, so students have time to write. 
· Reminders will be given for students that need help focusing. Desks will be prearranged so that students who struggle focusing are placed with those who focus easily. 
· Instructions are given clearly and broken up so that they are simple and easy to follow. Steps can also be written down on the board for reminders. 




Extensions:
	· Future lessons on how to use and create sentences using the examples of metaphors and similes should be the next lesson. Once the examples found are used students should participate in lessons where they create their own metaphors and similes. 
· Once students can properly use metaphors and similes to describe objects, events, and situations then they can apply descriptive writing to other subjects. For example: science experiments can be more accurately described once comparison language occurs. 



Reflections (if necessary, continue on separate sheet):
	· While the lesson did work for this group of students since they are very active and have a lower attention span in the future the lesson could be broken down into two lessons to provide a quicker pace and change of subjects. 
· For situations where students are continuing the teachers sentences, be prepared for the student answers and students to make it inappropriate. During the walk and talk when students finish the sentence some students got inappropriate with their answers. The classroom was not appropriately set up for this kind of activity. I think the communication piece of the walk and talk however the ability to account for the movement in a small room as well as keep students on task was difficult. Moreover, once the students started talking the noise level rose dramatically and it proved difficult to regain their attention to answer the next metaphor or simile.
· Groups for sharing the metaphors and similes need to be created ahead of time to separate students that do not work well together. Preparing groups based on learning levels as well as friends would have helped to stay on task and move through the assignment faster. To support UDL I needed to understand their strengths and weaknesses in order to group them appropriately. To support DI by grouping students intentionally on strengths and weaknesses so specific instructions could be given.
· Prepare materials ahead of time for DI students. Try to book a CEA for students that cannot work in groups. 
· For UDL try to provide different options for handing in the metaphors and similes list. Provide more assessment options rather than complete/incomplete. 
· Through formative assessment during the lesson as well as the finished assignment handed in, students can identify examples of metaphors and similes however they need to more time to practice using the descriptive writing as well as practice to attempt to write their own. Future lessons are necessary on the content. 
· The story provided tons of examples of metaphors and similes however the engagement of students in the plot was little due to the picture book being suited for younger kids. Moreover, only needing to provide 3 metaphors and 3 similes was a great number for some students are they proved challenging but for others that number was too easy and once they reached it, they tuned out. I would provide the story next time and have them work independently to highlight the metaphors and similes they found rather than listen. By providing the story they students would be able to modify what they covered to their abilities and level of knowledge. 
· Feedback provided by TM stated to review clear expectations of what students should be doing. For example: if a question is asked are students allowed to call out or should their hand be raised. 
· The worksheet was an appropriate level, and the students were able to work through the lesson easily but still requiring thinking. 
· The group work provided a great way for students to practice effective communication as well as work towards a goal together. The group work also allowed for some students to support others in learning as each student heard and picked up on different metaphors and similes. I would be more strategic about creating the groups next time.  
· Self-assessment worked for teaching reflection on actions and goal setting. However the assessment should not be used for marks as many students gave themselves 3 out of 3 when the task was not complete. 
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
