Rationale: 
	This lesson on word part clues includes focus on prefixes and suffixes which is vital in understanding language and communication. This lesson provides opportunity for practice to read and write root words, prefixes, and suffixes. The lesson will provide a chance for students to have fun through language.

	· After the lesson on word part clues students will be able to identify prefixes, suffixes, and root words from a piece of text to complete at least 14 boxes on the worksheet. 
· After the lesson on word part clues students will be able to work effectively with a partner to complete the assignment. 
· After a lesson on word part clues students will be able to accurately provide examples of the given prefixes and suffixes with at least 12 correct. 
	· Ability to find as many examples as the prefix and suffix examples given. Grading will be based on how many boxes they are able to complete, out of 16. 
· Ability to communicate effectively and stay on task to finish the assignment in the allotted time given. Grading will be based on how many boxes they fill out as well as observation of student’s communication. 
· Ability to correctly provide examples of the given prefixes and suffixes for formative assessment. The incorrect and correct answers will guide the next lesson.

	Students must be able to remember what a prefix, suffix, and root words are.  
Students must be able to actively listen without disturbing neighbours.  
Students must be able to work collaboratively with their partner.

Indigenous Connections/ First Peoples Principles of Learning: 
	· Learning is embedded in memory, history, and story. The activity will be centered around reviewing past material as well as building further knowledge using story. 
· Learning involves patience and time. This lesson is based on giving more time to learn the concept as some students may need more time. 
· Learning is holistic, reflexive, reflective, experiential, and relational (focused on connectedness, on reciprocal relationships, and a sense of place). Students will work with others to complete a task. They will apply both sets of previous knowledge to complete the worksheet. 



Universal Design for Learning (UDL):
	· Multiple ways to be assessed. Students will be assessed on their ability to fill out the bingo sheet as well as communicate with their partner.  
· Different concepts introduced at once gives students more options to learn and show their knowledge. 
· Examples presented in many ways to help different learners. 
· Support and one-on-one instruction given during the work time for students who need extra support on the worksheet. 
· Extensions provided for those who are finished quickly and can be challenged.  
· Student centered with options for how to fill out the bingo sheet. 



Differentiate Instruction (DI):
	· Examples presented both orally and written for types of learners. 
· Time varied for students that may need more time or less time. 
· One-on-one instruction can be given during the work time for different instruction from the teachers. 
· Students will be placed in partners based on knowledge level and assist one another in learning. 
· Assessment completed in different ways for best success of students.

	Introduction (anticipatory set – “HOOK”):
Activate the schema: 
· Review examples of prefixes, suffixes, and root words. 
· Examples will be: headless and rediscover
	

Students actively listen, provide answers to questions by raising their hand, and recall their previous knowledge on word part clues.

	Body:
Review prefix and suffix: 
· Ask students what a prefix is and write answer on the board 
· Ask students what a suffix is and write on the answer on the board 
· Ask students what a root word is and write on the board 
· Ask from some examples and write on the board 
Explain the game: 
· Hand out the bingo sheet 
· Explain that you will go through books given (1 fiction and 1 non-fiction) and find words to complete the bingo sheet. 
· Whoever gets through the sheet first wins.
	

Students actively listen, provide answers to questions by raising their hand, and pull examples from words they have read or heard. 





Students will listen to the instructions carefully. They will work quietly and effectively with their partner by finding words in the allotted amount of time. Communication will be clear and on task.

	Closure:
Extension for who finishes quickly: 
· Find all the root words and write them down. 
· Once all root words are found provide a definition of the root word and a definition of the modified word with the prefix and suffix. 
Hand in sheets for grading: 
· Students will give themselves a mark out of 16 for how many boxes they completed.
· Sheets will be collected to ensure accuracy of answers given and provide formative assessment for next lesson. 
Classroom clean up:
· All forms of text must be put away neatly  
	
Students will work quietly with their partner to discuss the definitions and root words. Their communication will be on task. They will listen and engage in discussion about what they believe is the definition. 

Students will quickly give themselves a mark out of 16 and hand in the paper for grading.

Organizational Strategies:
	· Remind them of expectations during the lecture. 
· The lesson will run at their desks.
· Activity will be run inside the classroom however sitting does not need to be at the desk.  
· Worksheet handed out during the instructions. 
· 1, 2, 3 clap used to gather attention 
· Students that are struggling to focus will be stood beside more and possibly called on to give answers and refocus. 
· Instructions will be broken down into parts of the lesson to prevent overload and confusion. 
· Students who struggle with ela will be paired with students are excelling at ela. 
· Extensions given for students who may need a challenge while others need extra time to finish. 



Proactive, Positive Classroom Learning Environment Strategies:
	· Teacher will move around the room during work time and if needed during the lecture to refocus students. 
· Praise given to students who are working quietly and listening. 
· Reminders given for students to fulfill teacher expectations. 
· Movement by teacher will be during activity to provide one-on-one support and differentiated instruction if needed. 



Extensions:
	· Students who finish the bingo sheet quickly will be asked to find all the root words and write them on the back. 
· Students will also be asked to provide definitions for the root words and the modified word with a prefix or suffix.
